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CHAPTER 1001 - CONTENTS, INTERPRETATION

AND LFFECT OF VILLAGE CODE

An ordinance to provide for the exercise of certain municipal
powers of the Village of Laurium and for the health, safety and
wolfare of persons and property in the Village, and to provide
ponaltios for the violation of the provisions thereof.

This Ordinance Code shall take effect
fwonty (20) days after its passage. '

4, Contents of Code, This Code contains all ordinances of
0 ponoral and permanent nature of the Village. Excluded from
e contents of this Code are special or temporary ordinances
Auoh as ordinances granting franchises and special privileges,
autablighing sewer and other public improvement districts,
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providing for the construction of particular sewers, streets or
sidewalks, or other public werks, ordinances authorizing the
horrowing of money or the issuance of bonds and ordinances
establishing salaries for village officers and employees, Ordi-
nances hereafter adopted which are not of a general or permanent

nature shall be numbered consecutively, authenticated, published _

and recorded in the record of ordinances, but shall not he pre=
pared for insertion in this Code, nor be deemed a part hereof,
The adoption of this Code shall not be interpreted as authori-
zing or permitting any use or the continuance of any use of a
structure or premises in violation of any ordinance of the Vil~
lage in effect on the effective date of this Code, All ordinances
of a general and permanent nature in effect on the effective date
of this Code are hereby repealed,

4. SBhort Title. This ordinance shall be known and cited as
the "Laurium Village Code. !

5. Definitions. The following words and phrases, when
used in this Code and any amendment thereof or addition there-
to, shall for the purposes of this Code, have the meanings
respectively ascribed to them in this section, except as other-
wise specifically provided or where the context clearly indicates
a different meaning:

(a) "Village' shall mean the Village of Laurium,

(b} "Person' shall include any individual, co~partnership,
corporation, association, club, joint adventure, estate,
trust, and any other group or combination acting as a
unit, and the individuals constituting such group or unit,

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(c) '"Public place' shall mean any place to or upon which
the public resorts, or travels, whether such place is
owned or controlled by the Village or any agency of
the State of Michigan, or is a place to or upon which
the public resorts or travels by custom, or by invita-
tion, express or implied.

(dy "Street" or 'highway' shall mean the entire width sub-
ject to an easement for public right of way, or owned in
fee by the Village, County, or State, of every way or
place, of whatever nature, whenever any part thereof is
open to the use of the public, as a matter of right for
purposes of public travel, '"Alley" shall mean any such
way or place providing a secondary means of ingress
and egress from a property.

{e) '"Sidewalk" shall mean that portion of a street between
the curb lines or lateral lines and the right of way lines
which is intended for the use of pedestrians.

(f) "Charter" shall mean Act 3 of the Public Acts of 1895,
State of Michigan, in its application to the Village.

6. Amendment Procedure. This Code shall be amended by
ordinance. The title of each amendatory ordinance, adapted
to the particular circumstances and purposes of the amendment,
shall be substantially as follows:

(a) To amend any section:
